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“I Love this Game!” 
 

 Cameron has begun his second season of T-ball this 
month.  I am not sure there is anything closer to heaven 
than T-ball.  (Unless you are coaching the 14 T-ballers!)  
The other day at practice one of Cameron’s teammates 
came running home from third base, and as he crossed 
home plate he looked at me with the greatest smile ever and 
said, “I love this game!”  T-ball has so many lessons about 
life, it is unreal.   
 The first lesson I have gained from the experience is 
that it takes lots of work and practice.  Some of the boys 
have never played before and don’t even know where first 
base is, so we spend time running the bases and helping 
them gain an understanding about the game.  Their me-
chanics are not very good.  For example, some of them 
don’t know how to throw the ball very well and hitting at 
times can be very adventurous.  A few are more 
advanced than others, because they have been 
playing the game longer.  Needless-to-say the joy 
and excitement they all have is fun to watch.  
Most of them don’t have a care in the world! 
 I would like to draw some comparisons to 
our Christian walk from the T-ball experience.  
First of all, it is important to know we are all at 
different places in our walk with the Father.  
Some of us have been a Christian for a long time 
and know a great deal about our faith, while oth-
ers are new in their relationship with Christ.  
Some of us are still learning how to have a quiet 
time, while are others can’t get enough of the 
meat and potatoes of God’s Word.  The important 
thing is that we all keep working on developing 
ourselves into better Christian people.   
 Also, consider the aspect of joy the boys 
have in playing the game.  As we go about our 
daily lives and are seeking and serving God, there 
should be a joy that overflows from us which can 
be contagious to those around us. We should 
have an “I love my God” mentality like the boys 
have concerning the game.  I hope you are falling 
more and more in love with God everyday and as 
James says “that your joy may be complete.” 
 April is an exciting month in the life of our 
church, as we continue toward Easter Sunday.  
We will be having our Service of Shadows on 
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Wednesday, April 8 at 6:30 in the Sanctuary.  This is al-
ways a meaningful time for us as a church family, as we 
prepare for Resurrection Sunday and take time to remem-
ber the sacrifice Christ made for us.  Then on Friday eve-
ning at 6:00 the children will have a time of worship as 
they hear the Easter story on their level from Nancy Burkes 
Worcester and her friends.  Finally on Easter Sunday morn-
ing, we will have our community Sonrise service at 7:00 
am at Mienen Lake followed by our 8:30 worship service, a 
church-wide brunch and Easter Egg hunt for the kids at 
9:30 am, and our 11:00 am worship service.

THIS MONTH’S 
BIRTHDAYS

recounted on a number of occasions 
the contrast between the rugged hor-
rifying cross upon which Jesus was 
crucified and the finely polished 
crosses we find decorating sanctuar-

ies and adorning our necks in the form of jewelry.  
While we recognize the fact that the Cross Event did 
indeed accomplish a beautiful work, the cross itself was 
anything but beautiful.  Were citizens of the first century 
Roman world able to see the way in which we have 
sought to beautify this instrument of torture, they would 
marvel at the irony.  No one who witnessed a crucifixion 
in person would have ever been able to erase that horror 
from their memory.  A first century individual wearing a 
cross around his neck might easily be compared to 
someone in our day wearing a finely molded electric 
chair or hangman’s noose.  Try finding one of those in 
the jewelry department of your favorite store! 
 Let me direct your thoughts to Jesus’ inner circle of 
disciples and, more specifically, Peter and Thomas.  In 
the context of Jesus’ death and Resurrection, our initial 
thoughts of these two probably focus on the negative:  
Peter’s denial and Thomas’ doubting.  Let’s review.  We 
remember Peter’s words of denial, but look with me back 
at Mark 14:31.  “Peter insisted emphatically, ‘Even if I 
have to die with You, I will never disown You.’”  The rest 
of the verse reads:  “And all the others said the same.”  
Peter is infamous for not living up to his boast, but didn’t 
the others (with the possible exception of John) also 
“deny” Jesus when “everyone deserted Him and fled” as 
we read in Mark 14:50 where Jesus’ arrest is described? 
 Similarly, we recall Thomas’ words after the other 
disciples told of seeing the risen Lord:  “Unless I see the 
nail marks in His hands and put my finger where the nails 
were, and put my hand into His side, I will not believe it.”  
Thomas’ doubts were erased a week later when he was 
with the group and Jesus appeared to them again.  Jesus’ 
words were pointed:  “Because you have seen Me, you 
have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and 
yet have believed.”  We do well to realize that Jesus’ 
words do not describe the other members of the inner 
circle. They had all seen the risen Lord and so, believed.  
In fact, in describing the initial appearance when Thomas 
was absent, John writes that Jesus “showed them His 
hands and side.” (John 20:20), perhaps implying doubts 
on their part as well.  On the other hand, you and I, living 
some 20 centuries later, do have the opportunity to be 
“blessed” as Jesus put it.  We have not seen; do we truly 
believe in the deepest sense of the word? 
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April is here and all I can really 
think about is missions, talking 
with the guys from Mexico and 
doing homeless ministry. It is 
weighing heavily upon my 
heart, because I see the need.  
However, the good news is I see 

the answer as well.   
 Consider the passage in James 2:24-26 (ESV):  “You 
see that a person is justified by works and not by faith 
alone.  And in the same way was not also Rahab the pros-
titute justified by works when she received the messengers 
and sent them out by another way?  For as the body apart 
from the spirit is dead, so also faith apart from works is 
dead.”   
 I would not hold works above righteousness, but I 
would say the evidence of your faith is the works you do.  
How does that look?  It does beg the question on how it 
should look, because it is more than just homeless minis-
try or whatever ministry.  It is asking yourself a hard 
question, “God, what have You called me to do from your 
Word with the gift You have so freely given me?” 
 My heart is heavy because why haven’t I personally 
done more?  He has given me so much, and I want so 
much to do more as His Hands and Feet in the world.   
 Should our prayers look like the back end of Isaiah 
58?  We should be a church that wants less programming 
and more heartbeat of a loving father.  He has called us 
and I think the call is loud.  Just read His Word and ask 
the question, “Lord, where do You need me?”  Now I am 
not talking about Sunday School, small groups or youth 
camp.  Say . . . “Lord, I want to look like You to the 
world You placed me in. God, use me for your Glory and 
to be your Hands and Feet. 
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 As many of you know, this will be my last newsletter 
article as Children’s Ministry Director.  I want to thank eve-
ryone for all the words of encouragement and support I have 
received while in this position.  FBC Grandview is a won-
derful place full of many thoughtful and caring people.  I am 
confident my replacement will enjoy the same kindness that 
was shown to me. 
 I would like to leave you with a request from the chil-
dren of our church.  Did you know that children learn many 
things while playing outside on a supervised playground?  
They learn to use gross motor skills, social skills, and their 
imagination – all things which are part of growing up.  Out-
side play is very important to young children.  The play-
ground we currently have has been wonderful for the past 6 
years.  I understand how much love and time was put into 
the planning and construction of our current structure.  For 
that, I would like to thank you on behalf of all the kids who 
have had an opportunity to play on our playground.  Unfor-
tunately, the time has come for that wooden structure to be 
replaced – primarily because of age, safety issues, and the 
splinters many of the children get while playing on it.   
 Our playground gets lots of use.  In the Wednesday 
night Busy Bee class alone, we have the potential for hav-
ing 22 preschoolers ages 3-kindergarten.  We even have 
approximately 20 children in the 1st-2nd grade.  Children’s 
Day Out has 40 students who play on the playground every 
Tuesday and Thursday.   
 It is time to replace our current playground structure with 
one that is safe and age appropriate for children ages 2-9.  The 
cost to do this to insure we have a high quality structure with 
proper installation and proper fall zone material is not cheap.  I 
urge you to consider giving towards the FBC Playground 
Fund.  Ideally, if we could raise enough funds to get the new 
playground installed during the summer before our Vacation 
Bible School – which sees an additional amount of kids using 
our playground - and while Busy Bees and CDO are out on 
summer vacation, would be the best option.  Let’s help con-
tinue to make FBC Grandview the best and safest place where 
our kids can come have fun and learn the love of God. 
 As your Children’s Day Out Director, I look forward to 
continuing Christ’s ministry not only within the FBC church 
body but also throughout the community.
