THIS MONTH’S 
BIRTHDAYS

� �� �� �� We use the 
old Gaither song, “We Are So 
Blessed,” in worship at least two or 
three times each year.  We used it 
again in the 8:30 worship hour the 
last Sunday morning in April.  We 

do well to acknowledge the fact that God has blessed us 
in so many ways, both as a church and as individuals.  It 
is also important that we understand that these blessings 
come with tremendous responsibility.  The hymn writer 
put it this way:  “Is your life a channel of blessing?  Is 
the love of God flowing through you?” 
 Probably you have heard preachers contrast the Sea 
of Galilee and the Dead Sea to illustrate the importance 
of our being “channels of blessing” rather than simply 
“reservoirs of blessing.”  The Sea of Galilee is a body of 
water through which the Jordan River flows.� Its waters 
are sparkling clear and teeming with life.  The Dead Sea, 
on the other hand, is a body of water into which the Jor-
dan River flows, but it goes no further.  For this reason, 
its waters are dark, bitter, and incapable of sustaining 
life.  Truly, this sea lives up to (or dies down to) its 
name. 
 The application for us would seem obvious:  it is 
vital that we allow God’s blessings to flow through us to 
(and even through) others.  This can be accomplished in 
so many ways.  Certainly we do this with our finances, 
but we must also do it with our time, energy, and atti-
tudes.  In all these ways and more . . . “is the love of 
God flowing through you?” 
 For me, one of the most frightening verses in the 
Scriptures is found in the Gospel of Luke, chapter 12, 
verse 48.  There we find the words of Jesus recorded: 
 

“From everyone who has been given much, 
much will be demanded; and from the one who 
has been entrusted with much, much more will 
be asked.” 

 
Indeed, we have been given/entrusted with much.  One 
day we will stand shoulder to shoulder with believers 
who have never enjoyed a full plate of food, a complete 
set of clothing, or even a night spent indoors protected 
from the elements.  We will meet folks whose worship 
experiences have only taken place in the most primitive 
of settings; some will have truly suffered for their faith.  
How will we fare alongside these fellow believers when 
the Lord calls us to account for our stewardship of the 
blessings that have been ours in this life? 
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Challenging our youth spiritu-
ally is the focus of our student 
ministry.  In fact it is my hope 
that by teaching, studying and 
living the message  found in 
Isaiah 58 (ESV), an awakening 
will occur.  Please pray over the 

Lord’s Words and our youth in the days ahead. 
 
 “Cry aloud; do not hold back; lift up your voice like a 
trumpet; declare to my people their transgression, to the house 
of Jacob their sins.  Yet they seek me daily and delight to know 
my ways, as if they were a nation that did righteousness and 
did not forsake the judgment of their God;  they ask of me 
righteous judgments; they delight to draw near to God. ‘Why 
have we fasted and you see it not?  Why have we humbled our-
selves, and you take no knowledge of it?’  Behold in the day of 
your fast you seek your own pleasure, and oppress all your 
workers.  Behold, you fast only to quarrel and to fight and to 
hit with a wicked fist.  Fasting like yours this day will not make 
your voice to be heard on high.  Is such the fast I choose, a day 
for a person to humble himself?  Is it to bow down his head 
like a reed, and to spread sackcloth and ashes under him?  
Will you call this a fast, and a day acceptable to the Lord? 
 “Is not this the fast that I choose:  to loose the bonds of 
wickedness, to undo the straps of the yoke, to let the oppressed 
go free, and to break every yoke?  Is it not to share your bread 
with the hungry and bring the homeless poor into your house; 
when you see the naked, to cover him, and not to yourself from 
your own flesh?  Then shall your light break forth like the 
dawn, and your healing shall spring up speedily; your right-
eousness shall go before you; the glory of the Lord shall be 
your rear guard.  Then you shall call, and the Lord will an-
swer; you shall cry, and he will say, ‘Here I am.’  If you take 
away the yoke from your midst, the pointing of the finger and 
speaking wickedness, if you pour yourself out for the hungry 
and satisfy the desire of the afflicted, then shall your light rise 
in the darkness and your gloom be as the noonday.  And the 
Lord will guide you continually and satisfy your desire in 
scorched places and make your bones strong. And you shall 
be like a watered garden, like a spring of water, whose waters 
do not fail.  And your ancient ruins shall be rebuilt; you shall 
raise up the foundations of many generations; you shall be 
called the repairer of the breach, the restorer of streets to 
dwell in.   
 “If you turn back your foot from the Sabbath, from doing 
your pleasure on my holy day, and call the Sabbath a delight 
and the holy day of the Lord honorable; if you honor it, not 
going your own ways, or seeking your own pleasure, or talk-
ing idly, then you shall take delight in the Lord, and I will 
make you ride on the heights of the earth; I will feed you with 
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the heritage of Jacob your father, for the mouth of the 
Lord has spoken. 
 
 I encourage you to prayerfully meditate on these 
scriptures and allow it to become a part of your being.
