The 9-
10th graders will be part of the investment teams with jun-
ior high and the 11-12th grade will be grouped with the 
college students.  The high school groups will meet in the 
home based groups on the 2nd and 4th Sunday of every 
month, while the 1st and 3rd Sundays are being designated 
for youth adult worker small group meetings. 
   Please be in prayer for the new direction we believe  is a 
very biblical focus for our student ministry in the upcom-
ing school year.  Some very specific prayers would be 
greatly helpful.  Please pray for the leaders of all the 
small groups and students, as we become more relational 
and dive deeper into community.
