pass along one more thought on 
giving, this in the context of Rus-
sell’s sermon on January 17 about 
tithing.  At one point he expressed 

his concern that a person attending church for the first 
time or the first time in a long time might take offense at 
a sermon on giving.  Perhaps you’ve even heard some-
one say something like, “All they ever talk about at 
church is money.”  Of course, this is not the case, but 
our Sunday night “life group” spent some time discuss-
ing the positive side of the subject of giving. 
 We were reminded of one brief statement made by 
our Lord that appears only in the book of Acts and not in 
any of the four Gospels.  If yours is a “red letter edition” 
of Scripture, you’ll find this statement jumping off the 
page when you look at the 20th chapter of Acts:  “It is 
more blessed to give than to receive.” 
 If these words were true, then times of giving can 
only be seen as occasions for us to enjoy 
God’s blessing on our lives!  Certainly we 
have opportunities to give that do not in-
volve money, but most of the time money 
seems to be our most common form of giv-
ing.��If we believe the Bible and, more im-
portantly, if we trust the Lord Himself, we 
will see that giving is clearly a part of the 
abundant life that Jesus indicated He came that we might 
have.  Let me encourage you to consider this a chal-
lenge:  Give new attention to the practice of giving, in-
cluding other areas as well as money, and see if you 
don’t find yourself experiencing proof of the truth of 
Jesus’ words. 
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  As you are reading this 
article, we will have either 
just finished or are still in the 
middle of our Disciple Now 
weekend.   Over the next nine 
weeks, we plan to capitalize 
on the momentum of DNow  
during our Wednesday night meetings.  We will be dis-
cussing the underground mission work in Vietnam by an 
organization called The Voice of the Martyrs.   My hope 
is for this series to ignite a fire within our students.  I 
want them to understand how missions is not only for 
themselves.  They need to see the value of missions as 
making much of Christ to a lost and dying world.   
 I believe we and the students have hearts for enter-
tainment.  However we are all in great need of hearts for 
the Gospel.  Please, do not misunderstand me!  Fun week-
ends are good . . . and useful . . . IF they are rooted in the 
mission of the Gospel.   God is the one that saves!  He 
just asks us to play the role we are to play — which is to 
be a mouth piece for His story.   
 Therefore, please be in prayer for our students as they 
hear story after story of the Gospel being brought forth 
and experienced by many in the mission field.  Pray that 
after nine weeks of instruction and sharing, the youth and 
their leaders will not be left sitting in pews and chairs 
without a concept or understanding of missions, but that 
they all will be marked as living out missions.

With the 
news media, disasters across the globe are brought very 
close to us.

He helped to 
establish a children’s home, school program and medical 
clinic for the Fond Doux area. Some of my family has 
been in contact with him since last week and the home 
suffered damage but everyone survived. The home is lo-
cated west of Port- au- Prince. 
 I feel ashamed I had gotten so wrapped up in my life 
that I had forgotten about Poppa Bob and his kids in Haiti 
until news of the earthquake.  I remember him visiting us 
as a kid, then a word here and there but for the most part, 
he had slipped from my mind. Now I can’t get him out of 
my head!  My thoughts lead to him no matter what I am 
doing. I have gone to his website, which is 
www.haitibobjones.org, looking for updates but there are 
none so far. 
 On a more local note, our preteens went on an over-
night retreat to Camp Kaotik in Cedar Hill. There were 18 
campers with 5 sponsors who attended. I was going to go 
but I became ill the night before we were to head out. 
Thank you to everyone who stepped up and filled in for me 
and Bob. I am anxious to hear all about it! I was so looking 
forward to being ‘Bright & Shiny’ with all of you! 
 The generosity of this church in giving scholarships 
to those in need is also greatly appreciated. I believe we 
are being obedient to God by helping to equip our young 
people with as much of God’s armor as possible. I know 
He has great works in store for the children of this church.
